
Roles/Features Description

Narrator 1 & 2 

(any gender) Two storytellers who are sharing a wonderful tale 
with the children choir, their families and the wider audience. 
They need to be a strong singers, who can draw the audience 
into the saga of Joseph and his brothers. The Narrators should 
have dynamic stage presence and incredible vocal ability. 

Joseph

(male identifying) Joseph is charming, fun, likable and needs to 
be able to mature over the course of the show, through dealing 
with lives adversities. He becomes a humble man and a true 
leader. He needs to be a strong singer and actor with incredible 
stage presence. 

Ruben (one of Joseph's brothers) (any gender) Sings “One More Angel in Heaven”

Simeon (one of Joseph's brothers) (any gender) Sing "Those Canaan Days" 

Judah (one of Joseph's brothers) (any gender) Sings “Benjamin Calypso”

Levi, Naphtali, Issachar, Asher, Dan, 
Zebulon, Gad, and Benjamin

(any gender) The rest of Joseph's eleven brothers. Male or 
female. They are jealous of Joseph and the fact that Joseph is 
their Father’s favorite son. As Brothers, they band together and 
gang up on Joseph to get rid of him, thinking it will make their 
lives better. All need to be strong singers, dancers and actors.

Jacob

(male identifying) The father of Joseph and his 11 brothers. He 
clearly favors Joseph, unwittingly causing the friction that exists 
between Joseph and his brothers. This actor will also be part of 
the ensemble.

Pharoah/Potiphar

(male Identifying) The leader of Egypt and a very self-important 
man, he sings an Elvis-style song “Song of the King”. He needs 
to be a strong singer and actor. This track also plays Potiphar, A 
wealthy self-indulgent business-person, who needs to be a 
strong actor and well as good singer.

Mrs. Potiphar

(female identifying) An indulgent woman who likes to get her 
own way, and thinks first and foremost about herself. She 
needs to be a confident mover/dancer. Large dance feature. 
Will also be part of the ensemble. 

Butler & Baker
(Female Identifying) Both work for the Pharaoh. They need to 
be good singers with an understanding of comedy. Both of 
these tracks will also be part of the ensemble. 

Angel (female identifying) featured soprano moment in One more 
angel in heaven and will be part of the ensemble 

Junior Choir/Ensemble 
10 singer/dancers between the ages of 9-12. Junior ensemble 
will be featured throughout the show and act as the ensemble 
in various moments of the production
